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Gulfview Heights Primary School  
òWorking Together to reach New Heightsó 

 Classes for 2019 

In our last newsletter we outlined a       

process for developing class structures 

which best accommodate the needs of all 

students in 2019. 

The number, structure (ie straight year level 

or composite) and size is determined by 

enrolments. At this stage our predicted 

starting enrolment for 2019 is approximately 

430 students.  This figure is always difficult 

to predict accurately due to families leaving 

Gulfview Heights Primary School and new 

enrolments arriving over the summer holiday 

period.  Based on a minor fluctuation in 

enrolments we will be starting the 2019 

school year with 15 classes.  

At this stage the class structures are as

Two Yr5 classes

For this reason we need to be informed 

immediately if you know your child will 

not be attending Gulfview Heights               

Primary School in 2019. Please inform the 

Principal directly in writing if your      

child(ren) will not be returning next year. 

In some circumstances, whereby we may 

experience an influx of  enrolments over the 

holiday period, there may need to be 

changes made to class structures            

affecting several classes, students and 

families.  This is regrettable but            

unavoidable at times.  Please assist us in 

this process by providing accurate      

information immediately so we can plan 

cohesive class groups that work         

effectively and bring minimal disruption to 

classes.

Materials and Services Charges 2019 

Department for Education has outlined a process for determining Materials & 

Services charges (school fees) for 2019. Each year the Finance Committee 

(Governing Council) determines the legally recoverable amount to be charged 

for school fees - $320 per child for 2019. Approval has been received by     

Department for Education and we held a special community meeting on 

Wednesday 7th November at 3.30pm. Following this meeting the community 

will be polled before final approval is granted. 

Please be advised that all 2018 school fees that have not been paid are 

now overdue and need to be finalised immediately. If you think you may 

be eligible for school card please submit an application to the front office 

immediately. Any outstanding debts after this date will be forwarded for 

debt collection as per our debt recovery policy. 

Prescribed Medication 

All families are reminded that any medication to be administered at school must 

be in the original prescribed packaging with the prescription label attached    

including name, dosage, medication description etc.  Medication must also be   

accompanied by a medication agreement which must be completed by a health 

professional (i.e. doctor, specialist or dispensing pharmacist). Copies of all 

agreements are available from the front office staff or via download on our 

skoolbag app
